Beginner: Never ridden before, ridden only a few times recreationally 
  
 Beginner to Intermediate: Able to mount, dismount, walk, halt, turn unassisted 
 
 Intermediate:   Trotting unassisted, posting learning diagonals 
  

Intermediate to Advanced: Trotting, posting and sitting, using diagonals, beginning Canter 
 

Advanced: Confident at posting trot on correct diagonal, cantering on 
correct lead, small jumps 

 
Advanced and jumping: Very experience at all of above, flying changes, able to jump a 

 course, grid work, and galloping. 
Required Equipment 
For your child's safety and comfort, it is important that she wear proper clothing when riding.  
Jodphurs or fitted long pants are required to avoid rubbing.  Paddock riding boots or hard-soled 
boots with 1 inch heels and a small tread are also necessary.  Sneakers are not acceptable.  An 
ASTM approved riding helmet is also required and must be worn at all times while riding.  
Protective riding vests will be provided by camp for all riders.
